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              IPL and Restoring Your Power

When a storm comes up and your 
power goes down, Independence 
Power & Light (IPL) crews go into 
action. Priority is given to correcting 
issues which will restore power to 
the greatest number of customers.

What IPL Does
The first step is to determine how 

extensive the outage is. If only a 
small area is affected, crews are 
dispatched to locate and correct the 
cause, which could be as simple 
as a tree limb against a distribution 
power line.

For a widespread outage, IPL first 
checks the substations, followed by 
checking the major distribution lines 
or circuits, then entire neighbor-
hoods, and finally individual custom-
er lines. Remember, repairing major 
lines first is a must. Fixing the power 
lines at a home won’t do any good 
if the main line or substation is out. 

IPL reminds you not to be discour-
aged if you see an IPL truck driving 
past your home during a major out-
age. The crew is most likely search-
ing for the problem along a major line 
which, when corrected, may restore 
power to the entire neighborhood. 

Until this is done, it is nearly impos-
sible to identify problems for individual 
homes.

You can access the IPL Outage 
Map from your computer or mobile 
device to see the extent of a power 
outage. Go to http://iplmap.indepmo.
org/ to view. 

What You Should Do
When your power goes out, after 

checking your breaker or fuse box, call 
the IPL Power Outage number (816) 
325-7550. This automated phone line 
will identify the number you are calling 
from and tie it to your utility account. If 
the number you are calling from is not 
registered to the account, you will be 
prompted to enter the phone number 
associated with the billing address. 

By using the automated system 
to enter information, IPL can quickly 
locate the outage, which will speed up 
restoration of your power.

In order to track the extent of a 
power outage, it is critical for IPL to 
have your correct telephone number 
on file. The computer system tracks 
and locate outages by customer 
phone number. The phone number for 
your location must match the phone 

SAFETY TIPS
If your power goes out, take 
the following steps:

• Check to see if other lights are 
on in your neighborhood. If other 
homes have lights, check for a 
blown fuse or a circuit breaker 
that has tripped to the "off" posi-
tion. 
• If there are no other lights on in 
your neighborhood, or if you are 
unable to locate the cause of your 
power outage, call Independence 
Power & Light at (816) 325-7550. 
• Unplug televisions and comput-
ers. Leave a light or radio on to 
help you know when power has 
been restored.
• Keep refrigerator and freezer 
doors closed. Food can stay cold 
for 12 - 48 hours, but that time is 
significantly reduced if the door 
is opened. 
• Stay away from any downed 
power lines, which are extremely 
dangerous. Call IPL immediately 
at (816) 325-7550 if you see pow-
er lines down. 
• Before using a generator, learn 
how to operate it safely.

When in the vicinity of 35th Street and 
Noland Road, it’s hard not to notice the 
new white and blue building, the most vis-
ible part of the new Unilever expansion.  

Rising from the ground east of the main 
building, the new structure has more than 
90,000 sq. ft. of added space and will be 
used, along with a portion of the existing 
building, to house the manufacturing and 
packaging line of some of the Knorr fam-
ily of Unilever products.

The building will house multiple pro-
duction lines, warehousing and shipment 
facilities. New jobs for the Knorr line will 
replace jobs displaced from the divest-
ment of the Wishbone 
line. An additional 
80-90 employees are 
expected to be added 
as the facility goes on-
line and all production 
lines are operating. 

Close coordination 
between city staff and 
the contractors was 
required as the expan-
sion project involved 

tank relocations, and rerouting of numer-
ous privately-owned utility components 
and sewer lines. Moving the tanks and 
utility lines allowed for construction of 
the structure visible from the roadway. The 
addition will provide a modern, energy-
efficient workplace. Also, the site has been 
modified to allow for future expansion 
should it become necessary.  

The Unilever expansion is a great ex-
ample of community and industry working 
together. Soon, residents who pick up a 
Knorr product at the supermarket will be 
able to enjoy a product made right here in 
Independence.

Don’t forget the farmers’ markets are 
still open for the season! Support locally 
grown and healthy food in Independence 
by checking out one or both of the farm-
ers’ markets and shop for delicious and 
fresh foods.

The Independence 
Farmers’ and Craft Market 
is going strong at its new 
location at the northwest 
corner of W. Walnut Street 
and S. Liberty Street (3 
blocks south of its previ-
ous location).

shoppers use their SNAP, or food stamp, 
dollars at the market. The match is $1 
for $1 up to $25 per week per customer.

5 “free” dollars to spend that day as well. 

The second farmers’ 
market is the Drumm 
Farm Market located at 
3210 Lee’s Summit Road. 
The children of Drumm 
Farm plant, harvest and 
sell fresh vegetables, 
helping them learn valu-
able life skills in a peace-
ful, natural environment. 
The farm stand is open 
from 8 a.m. to 12 p.m. 
every Saturday morning 
through October.
